When installing a new feed dog ensure that it is positioned
correctly onto the feed dog carrier block and lightly
tighten the fixing screw. Check that the feed dog teeth are
2.8mm above the throat plate when the feed dog is in the
highest position before final tightening of the fixing screw.

4. Pressure of Presser Foot :
When to adjust the pressure of Presser Foot, take out
Needle Bar Guard and loosen Screw of Presser Bar

Connection. Move up Presser Bar to increase the

pressure and down to decrease. After the adjustment,
tighten the Screw firmly.

5. Pressure Foot Lifter
The Presser Foot Lifter is used to lift the Presser Foot
and pull out a bag from under the Presser Foot in case of a
problem such as bag or thread jamming.
